For my shortlist I pulled out the English Setter, the Flatcoat, the Golden 
Retriever, the Welsh Springer Spaniel, the Weimaraner, the Gordon Setter, 
the English Springer and the Cocker Spaniel. 
 
For ring presence, flow of movement, a full coat and excellent construction the 
English Setter, James’ Ingella Pinch of Nutmeg took Group 1. A very lively 
Flatcoat, Pingree’s Castlerock Stormy Knight over Heatheridge was Group 2. 
The Golden Retriever, Hill's Gillbryan Ready for Takeoff over Sanduala 
Sh.CM was Group 3 and the Welsh Springer, Williams' Trebettyn Bevin Boy

For Gundog Puppy Group 1 the Pointer,  Rankine’s Jilony Heaven Can Wait 
for Fyldefair was an easy choice with the Golden Retriever Merrick’s 
Stormerick Feeling Groovy next in line for Puppy Group 2. The American 
Cocker, Stone and Manser’s Nujax Dirty Dancing was Puppy Group 3 and 
Puppy Group 4 went to the Weimaraner, Beagrie’s Gunalt Listen to Feldhund. 
 
 
GORDON SETTERS 
Junior (5 entries, 2 absent) 
1st  Roberts' Cairacailie in Concert. Plenty of potential, a nicely balanced 
head, good reach of neck, straight front. Moved and handled well.  
2nd Cawthen’s Marshmoor Magna.  
3rd Swerda’s Marshmoor Time for Waseley. 
 
Post Graduate (4 entries, 1 absent) 
1st Roberts’s Cairacalie The Folk Singer. Well balanced, nice head and 
expression, good straight front, scored on movement and in better coat than 
second.  
2nd  Davis’ Shehallion Sheer Folly 
3rd Whitfield’s Amberdella Midnight Dream 
 
Open (5 entries, 4 absent) 
1st Roberts’ Cairacalie The Fusilier JW Sh,CM. Stood alone. A very nice 
outline, lovely head and expression, good neck, shoulders and front, well 
ribbed body and strong hindquarters. Moved and showed well and in full coat.

CURLY-COATED RETRIEVERS 
Open (4 entries, 3 absent)  
1st Shears’ Midnight Rambler at Glenkerry JW Sh.CM. A very nice 
example of the breed and shown in real hard condition.  Lovely outline with 
pleasing head and expression. Good neck and shoulders, deep body, moved 
well. 
 
ENGLISH SPRINGER SPANIELS  
Junior  (3 entries, 1absent)  
1st Joyce’s Shelcasrie Head over Heels. A very promising youngster. Nice 
head and expression, well angled shoulders and long upper arm, good bone 
and feet and strong hindquarters Excellent mover and very well handled.  
2nd Cokell’s Carlyquinn Classic Line. 
 
Open (3 entries, 1absent)  
1st Such’s Feorlig Kindred Spirit at Mujascal Sh.CM. Lovely outline being 
balanced throughout, good head with a long neck and excellent front 
angulation, level topline and strong hindquarters, moved and showed well and 
in full coat. Well handled. Best of Breed 
2nd Joyce’s Shelcasrie Lovers Leap 
 
 
WELSH SPRINGER SPANIELS 
Junior (2 entries, 0 absent) 
1st Jones’ Glanffrwd Ramexico. Just 10 months but showing a well 
balanced outline with a nice head and expression, good front angulation. Not 
easy to handle but when he did move correctly looked the part.

Post Graduate (2 entries, 0 absent) 
1st Enderby’s Tobermyn Dawn Raider JW.  Nice outline with lovely head 
and expression, correct front angulation, good bone and feet, level topline and 
strong hindquarters. In excellent coat. Moved and handled well.  
2nd Thomas’s Coed Yberwyn Afon Fach 
 
Open (4 entries, 1absent) 
1st Williams' Trebettyn Bevin Boy. Well balanced throughout with a 
pleasing head and expression, a good reach of neck, well angled front, deep 
body with good bone and feet, strong hindquarters, moved and handled well.

Well balanced 
throughout with a kind expression. Good front, bone and feet. Well bodied.

Open (3 entries, 1 absent)
